“Move Over” Crashes and Citations

= Alcohol and/or drugs played a role in 29% of these “move over” crashes. Fifty-seven percent (57%) of
“move over” crashes took place on Interstates. An additional 25% occurred on US and State routes.

= OSHP troopers wrote 18,127 citations for violations of the “Move Over” law from 2014-2018. The
number of citations written in 2018 (6,039) was 59% higher than the number written in 2017 (3,788).

Thirteen citations had no county information. 2Parked patrol car with emergency lights activated struck while on a traffic stop or crash investigation. The patrol car was either sideswiped, rear-ended, or
hit at an angle.
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
